Each bench style has pre-set anchor
locations, refer to our bench drawings to
prepare your footing. 
Select your footing style:

Full concrete pad
Rectangular pads directly under each
support leg.
Crushed stone
Direct on pavers

Placement in soft terrain such as grass or
wood chips is not suggested for the long
term, the bench will sink over time.
Footings can be smaller than support leg
profile, use this method when placement in
grassy areas is desired.
